


LES GARGOUILLES

Biography: In 1995, after eight years of tours in the world ( Europe, USA, Australia) and five albums, two musicians of the HAPPY DRIVERS, Thierry PETEL and Jean Christophe JEHANNE reunited with Christian GATTEPAILLE, the lighting technician of the band, to form LES GARGOUILLES
In this new group, there have been instrument changes: Thierry PETEL, a drummer, became a bass guitarist, who was playing some instruments that he invented (Buchetière, sauterelle). Jean Christophe JEHANNE changed from guitar to lute and mandoloncelle, and was singing with Christian GATTEPAILLE, who was still lighting the group from the base of his microphone. A kind of punk-medieval music.

At this time, as the band was staying in Nantes, they met Gabriel YACOUB, with whom they continue to collaborate.
After 300 concerts through Europe and two self-produced tapes, in 1999, Jean Christophe JEHANNE left the group. Another two new musicians arrived, Rémi le Ray on guitar and Claude ENJALBERT on wind. With this collaboration, the first album was born: “Sur le bord du côté”, which has sold more than 4000 copies and three years’tour. At the beginning of 2002, Claude ENJALBERT left and Georges PATOUT arrived, who plays the sax, flutes and keyboards.
Winter of 2003, the second CD of the group has been recorded at Molène studio in Rennes. This Opus benefits from a subsidy granted by the ADAMI. The investment was substantial in financial, human and musical terms. Various contributors participated in the project, including Gabriel YACOUB (the vocal arrangements specialist), also the quartet ARZ NEVEZ directed by Yves RIBIS (companion of Alan STIVELL), and LA BERGERE.
The album came out in April 2003 (not a well-chosen period for the launch), and was distributed by COOP-BREIZH, staying loyal to the group.
March 20th 2004, prize winner of the springboard “Nuit Celtique”, the band played in “Le Stade de France”. At the same time, a compilation CD named “HAÏTI CHERIE”, came out. Among the titles, there is one song about the slave trade, composed and performed by “LES GARGOUILLES”
Last evolution: the arrival, in early March, of Baptiste BRONDY, who plays the drums. Actually, an instrument called “Bilic”, invented by Mr PETEL in 3 days. With the “Bilic”, the band confirms its willingness to be more than just another brick in the wall.
